e Lock operators are protected from physical contact with
skippers by introducing mandatory contactless payment
options

France and Germany have introduced reduced service hours
on their stretch of the Moselle river, published in notices to
skippers, so skippers should check.

The CAA has granted exemptions to air operators, pilots,
crew members and ATCOs regarding the validity of their
certificates, authorizations, licenses, ratings etc.

All exemptions granted by the DAC, which have been
transmitted to EASA can be found on the website:

Other exemptions might be granted depending on the
further development of the situation related to the Covid-
19 crisis.

In regard of the state of emergency and the measures taken
by the government, a NOTAM has been issued by the CAA
stating that VFR flights are not allowed anymore in
Luxembourg airspace until 15 of April, when a new
evaluation of the situation will take place.

No special measures for quarantine of cargo crew has been
put in place so far.
